PGAT-I test will be offered in 
both online as well as offline mode while PGAT-Il test will be offered via online mode ONLY. The list of courses 

under PGAT-I and PGAT-Il can be checked in the information bulletin. 
The registration fees for PGAT-I Courses for Unreserved, EWS and OBC Category is Rs. 1000/- and for SC/ST/ PwD 

is Rs. 500/. 
The registration fees for PGAT-I| Courses for Unreserved, EWS and OBC Category is Rs.1600/- and for SC/ST/PwD
